Jesus said to the apostles, “When | sent you forth without a money bag or a sack or sandals, were you in need of
anything?” “No, nothing.” they replied. He said to them, “But now one who has a money bag should take it, and
likewise a sack, and one who does not have a sword should sell his cloak and buy one. For | tell you that this
Scripture must be fulfilled in me, namely. / He was counted among the wicked:’ and indeed what is written about
me is coming to fulfillment.”

Pilate then addressed the chief priests and the crowds, “I find this man not guilty.” But they were adamant and
said, “He is inciting the people with his teaching throughout all Judea, from Galilee where he began even to
here.” On hearing this Pilate asked if the man was a Galilean; and upon learning that he was under Herod’s

jurisdiction, he sent Jesus to Herod who was in Jerusalem at that time. Lk 233-7

Herod was very glad to see Jesus: he had been wanting to see him for a long, for he had heard about him and
had been hoping to see him perform some sign. Lk 23:8

Herod questioned Jesus at length, but he gave him no answer. The chief priests and scribes, meanwhile, stood by
accusing him harshly.

With loud shouts, however they persisted in
calling for his crucifixion, and their voices prevailed. Lk 23:20-23

The verdict of Pilate was that their demand should be granted. So he released the man who had been
imprisoned for rebellion and murder, for whom they asked. and he handed Jesus over to them to deal with as
they wished.
